Optional Tours

1. Hutong tour in Beijing ( $35 per person )  

Hutong is a historical region whose origins date back one thousand years. Though inhabited now by ordinary Beijing citizens, the narrow streets are densely flanked on both sides with houses built in a customary manner. The townspeople have been living peaceful and traditional lives for countless generations. Tourists will first get on a rickshaw and ride through the narrow streets of Hutong, tracing the historical paths of the oriental country. Afterwards, tourists will visit local families to learn about their lives and cook Chinese dumplings with the family members. For lunch, tourists will be served delicious Chinese domestic dishes and their very own dumplings. During the two hour Hutong tour, tourists will get an inside look of the lives of China’s citizens.

2. Peking Opera ( $20 per person, $40 per person for VIP seat )
